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Milne edges Osgood for State Open title|

BREMERTON — Winning
the Washington Open golf
championship has given
‘Chuck Milne a boost in con-
fidence, but the tall, stmng

Chuck rolled that
short putt into the cup for a
birdie 4 to edge Bob Osgood
of Nile Country Club and
Mike Davis of Portland, the

defending champion, by one
stroke. :

Chuck a split second of con-

cern. The ball hit the left

side of the hole and dropped
in the side door.

“It didn’t go into the mld-
dle of the hole,” Milne said,
chuckling with relief. “But I
didn’t think I had missed
t "y

Milne’s birdie avoided a
sudden-death, three-way
playoff w:th Osgood, who
also birdied - the 18th, and
Davis.

- “I didn't want a pf@yoff,
but I didn't want to make a

‘bogey, either,” Milne said.

“l hit a poor drive, so I
started thinking about mak-
ing certain of my par.”
Instead, Chuck hit his
near-perfect chip shot to de-
cide the issue cleanly.
Milne, 25, who twice has
missed qualifying for the
Professional Golfers’ Asso-
ciation tour, shot himself
out of the British Columbia
Open last Sunday with a fi-

-nal-round 81, then lost the

transmission in his car. He
received a repair bill of
$397 yesterday.

THERE WERE a few
shaky moments for the
long-hitting Oregonian yes-
terday before he tasted vic-
tory. After three-putting the
10th and 1ith to lose the
lead to Davis, Chuck found
